C.E.R.V. Grant Application Process Description and Form
In making funding decisions, a variety of factors are considered, including: level of applicant engagement and involvement in community volunteerism, communicating how the request meets a true need in the community, and understanding how the project fits with the purposes of C.E.R.V., which are as follows:

C.E.R.V.’s purpose is to provide an opportunity for individuals to raise money for charitable purposes generally beneficial to the general public inclusive of (i) the advancement of education, (ii) the relief of the poor, the distressed, or the underprivileged, and (iii) combating community deterioration and juvenile delinquency.  CERV is organized and is to be operated exclusively for charitable and educational purposes within the meaning of 501(c)(3) and 170(c) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (or the corresponding provisions of any further United States Internal Revenue law) (the Code).  In conformity with the forgoing, CERV shall not carry on any activities not permitted to be carried on by any organization exempt from federal income taxes under these statutes.
C.E.R.V. rates grant applications that meet C.E.R.V.’s above purposes on the following factors:
1.
One point shall be awarded each applicant for each hour of community service hours the applicant or its members has provided within the last year; and
2. One-half point shall be deducted for each dollar the applicant has received from C.E.R.V. in the past year.
If qualifying grant applications exceed available funding, grants shall be awarded to highest point scoring applicant in order of scoring.

Application Process

Contribution requests for the should be made in writing on the attached application and in addition, the requester must supply (i) evidence that the request complies with the United States Internal Revenue Service rules and/or regulations for charitable contributions and (ii) the request should address the following:

· Metrics for how success will be measured 

· Current budget for project including other funding/support received

· If applicable, Form 990 for the most recent fiscal year, unless exempt from filing
